Divisions

• The International A & B Divisions are open for all teams. 

• Players can only play on two teams and is only allowed to 

play in one level lower than the highest-level team they are 

playing for – subject to approval by the Tournament Director.

• There will be multiple Tier Finals in each division depending on 

the number of teams.

• Current Pro players or recently retired pro players will not 

be allowed to play in the Recreational divisions.

• Minimum age – 18 years old for all division except for Over 40, 

Over 50. Women – 16 years old..

• Over 40 – must be born 1986 or earlier. Exemption for 

goalies – 1996 or earlier.

• Over 50 – must be born 1976 or earlier and exemption to 

allow 3 players born on 1981 or earlier.. 

Exemption for goalies – 1986 or earlier.3 players born on 

1981 or earlier.

• Maximum number of players per team roster is 17 unless 

approved by the Tournament Director.

• Division format will be determined by the final number of 

teams.  Some divisions maybe combined.

• The Tournament Director has the right to make the final 

decision on all Player Eligibility.

Game Format

⮚ 5 on 5 (5 players and a goalie)

⮚ Game time – 3 periods of 13 minutes.

⮚ Stop time in the final 2 mins if the score is 

tied or within 2 goals.

⮚ One time-out per game for each team.

⮚ In the round robin, if the game is tied, teams 

will play a 3-minute overtime period with 

NO offsides or icings. If still tied after OT, 

the game will end in a tie with each team 

earning a point.

⮚ New - In the playoffs, if the game is tied, 

teams will play a 5-minute sudden death 

overtime period – 3 on 3 with NO offsides 

or icings. Except in the Championship game 

as a 10-minute sudden death overtime 

period will be played.

⮚ If still tied, a 1- player shootout will 

determine the winner. 

➢ Team standings based on – Most points, most 

wins, head-to-head, least goals against, 

higher goals for, least penalty minutes, 

greater goal difference – if still tied, a puck 

toss will determine the position.

➢ Stats and results will be posted on the Asia 

Ice Events website.

➢ Teams should have both a dark and a light set 

of jerseys and matching socks.

➢ Additional rules will be announced prior to 

the start of the tournament.

➢ Awards presentation after each Final.

➢ A tournament party for the players at the 

official hotel venue, will be held at the 

conclusion of the tournament. 

➢ Final confirmation of the Rules and Format 

will be released prior to the start of the 

tournament.

Regulations

➢ Sponsorship Rights/Team Jersey Eligibility

➢ Matching team jerseys and socks for all players are required. 

➢ Tournament Organizers reserves the right to regulate team jerseys.  Team 

jerseys may not have any sponsors which conflict with the tournament 

sponsors.  For example, if our main sponsor is Singha Beer, no other competing 

brand will be allowed on the jersey.  Contact the Tournament Organizers if 

you have any questions. 

➢ Tournament Format of Divisions

➢ If the number of entries are low in any division - less than 4 teams, the 

tournament organizers may consolidate that division with another division.  

Depending on the number of teams in each division, there will be multiple Tiers 

for the playoff format. After a round robin, teams maybe split into Tier I, Tier II 

and Tier III Championships. 

➢ Respect and Sportsmanship

➢ All players, coaches, managers, fans are expected to respect everyone during 

the tournament and at the venues.  Failure to do so may result in a suspension 

or be asked to leave the venue.



Frequently Asked Questions

1. What is the size of the ice surfaces?

A. TIIHA (Rama 9) – Olympic Size: 60m X 30m.  Warrior (Ekkamai) – 56m X 26m. The distance 

between the 2 rinks is about 20 mins, depending on traffic.

2. Is there an official tournament hotel?

A. Yes – the Grand Mercure Bangkok Atrium. Special tournament rates for all the teams 

who book directly with the hotel under the 2026 Land of Smiles. The tournament bash 

will also be at the ballroom of hotel.

3. At the rink – are there showers and gear storage?

A. Yes, there are showers at each rink and a room for teams to leave their gear overnight. 

Note – for teams that are drying their gear in between games, there will be a 

designated area behind each venue. Drying gear in front of the shops and temple are 

strictly prohibited.

4.  When can we expect to play our first game and when can we depart?

A. Teams are expected to arrive on Monday Oct 26
th

 and be ready to play on Tuesday, Oct 

27
th

. The finals are on Saturday, Oct 31 as well as our Tournament Bash. Therefore, 

teams should schedule their departure on Sun, Nov 1 or after.

5. Which rink will my team play in?

A. The higher divisions – International A and B as well as the Women division will play 

their games at TIIHA. International C will play at both venues.  Over 40 and 50 will 

mainly at the Warrior rink with some games at TIIHA.



Frequently Asked Questions

6. What is the level of the tournament so I can determine which division to register in?

A. If your team consist of any active or recently retired (within 10 years) Pro Players, you 

are required to play in the International A or B divisions. 

B. International C – for recreational players over the age of 18.

C. Each division will have a number of teams and not every team will be at the same level. 

The Organizers will provide a format where teams will be split up after a round robin 

and play against teams similar to their level.

7. How many teams can a player play for?

A. Players are not permitted to play on more than 2 teams. If they are playing on 2 teams in 

different divisions, they can not skip a division.  For example, players playing in Int. A 

can not play in C but are allowed to play in B.

B. Schedule – for players who intend to play on 2 teams, your teams maybe playing at the 

same at different rinks.

8. Is there a Pro Shop?

A. There is a Pro Shop at the TIIHA which opens certain hours. Skate Sharpening and CCM 

gear is available.

9. What is the refund policy?

A. No refunds on accepted registrations.
